The race start was very close —too close as the pack went through turn 2 —with 7 or 8
karts colliding as they exited turn 3 and Michael McKeegan finding another kart flying across
the front of his — and unfortunately bouncing off his shin. A red flag stoppage of a few
minutes whilst the first aiders checked Michael out meant that the drivers sat and cooled
off. Michael walked in to the Pits to take a rest before deciding the re-join the race, and the
other 27 drivers restarted under a full course yellow.
